APPENDIX A: SITE DESCRIPTION (PLYMOUTH AIRPORT)

Al Plymouth Alrport 1s at Roborough on the northern outskirts of Plymouth, about
4 mi’es from the city centre, its layout and immediate surroundings being as
illustvated in the submitted drawing, Document l4. It stands on a plateau of high
grourd at about 460 ft AOD. The terrain falls away steeply to the socuth-west, a
little less so to the south-east and north—east and more gently to the north-west.
The airport has 2 asphalt runways, 06/24 and 14/32, which are approximately 2,500 ft
(758 m) and 1,690 ft (515 m) long respectively, the latter extending north-westward
on grass for a possible further 1,000 ft (305 m) or so. The main airport buildings,
including the passenger terminal, Air Traffic Control Tower, 2 hangars and a single
storey structure occupled by a Fleet Air Arm flying training school based at the
airport, are arranged parallel to, and to the south of, the 06/24 runway at an
average distance of about 300 ft.

A.2 The terminal is a single storey building with a reasonably spacious and
comfortably furnished passenger lounge served by a snack-bar, a smaller departure
lounge, reception and other offices including those of the airport management, staff
rooms and toilets. There is an ample hard-surfaced aircraft apron in front of the
terminal building which, in the absence of any perimeter taxi-way, has hard-surfaced
access to runway 06/24 at a point close to its centre. There is also hardened access
from the apron to the nearer and smaller of the 2 hangars to the south-west of the
terminal, which 1s used for the storage and maintenance of Chipmunk aircraft operated
by the Fleet Air Arm flying training school.

A.3 Immediately to the south-west of that, and backing onto it is a larger
pre-var RAF Bl type hangar used for the storage and maintenance of the De Havilland
Canaua DHC7, “DASH~7" and Twin Otter aircraft operated by Brymon Aviation Ltd, who
also operate the airport. Access to the larger hangar is at its south-western end
where there is a surfaced hard-standing with a taxi-way that joins the 06/24 runway
near to lts south~western end. The building occupied by the Fleet Air Arm flying
training school is to the north-east of the terminal, as 1s the Air Traffic Control
Tower which commands views of both runways, the approaches to them and aircraft in
the circuit.

A.4 There is a car park at the rear (scuth-east) of the terminal building with
access from Plymbridge Lane which serves only the airport. This leads from a
roundabout on the A386 (Tavistock Road) some 1,600 ft from the south-western end of
runway 06/24, skirting the airfield boundary and passing closely to the rear of the
hangars. Immediately across this road from the airport is a Teachers Training
Collaege occupying ground at a slightly lower level, the nearest buildings of which
are about 120 ft from the large hangar, 400 ft from the terminal apron, 500 ft from
the nearest point of runway 06/24 and 900 ft from runway 14/32 (distances all
measured off doc 14).

A.S Other nearby buildings in the sector from south-east to south-west of the
airport include a small terrace of houses between 300 and 400 ft from the 14/32
runway and a private hospital some 640 ft from the south-westerly end of runway 06/24
and its approach and take-off flight paths. There are also a Nurses' Home and an 0ld
People's Home, at an appreciably lower level, between the A368 roundabout and the
airport, the closest of which is almost directly below the 06/24 climb-out and
approach paths, at about 800 ft from the end of that runway. Algso within the circuit
is a Regional Hospital which, although at a lower level, includes a very high
chimney. There is some housing to the south of the 32 runway threshold, close to, but
not overflown by, the flight paths which pass over an industrial estate to the east
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A.6 Although the area under the final approach to runway 24 1s clear of any
development, there is some housing beyond a distance of about 600 ft to the east and
houses and a caravan park are overflown at a greater distance to the north~east.
Thete 18 also housing in close proximity to the north of the threshold and parallel
to the flight path, the closest being on the far side of Plymbridge Road at a
distance of about 300 ft. The area to the north-west, beyond the A368 (Tavistock
Road), is predominantly housing with a public house fronting that road immediately on
the line of and close to the end of the grassed extension of the 14/32 runway. There
are also houses fronting the near (south-east) side of the A368 which back onto part
of the airport; these lie parallel to and at a slightly higher level than the 06/24
runway at a distance of some 350 ft for about half of its length.

A.7 Cn our accompanied site visit to Plymouth Airport on 3 November 1983, which
lasted for some 3 hours, the assessor and I were able to observe and listen to both
DASH-7 and Twin Otter aircraft — as well as several Fleet Air Arm Chipmunks -
taxying, taking-off and landing, from a number of vantage points. These included the
back gardens of a house on the nearside of Tavistock Road (A368), opposite the
hangars and a little over halfway along runway 24 which was in use at the time; a
point on runway 14/32 at a distance from the runway in use equivalent to that of the
nearest houses to the Royal Docks application site; and a position at the rear of the
passenger terminal from which the noise attenuation effects of the intervening
buildings could be discerned.
