You have probably already heard of the
proposal made by Mowlem and Brymon Airways to build
a Short Take-Off and Landing (STOL) airstrip
in the Royal Docks.

Before any decisions are taken, we are going to
demonstrate a Dash 7 STOL aircraft in Docklands
so that you can judge for yourself whether the planes
would affect you or not.

The benefits to you and Newham

We believe a STOLport would be beneficial to Newham. It would

create new job opportunities in the Borough, as commerce and
industry were attracted back into the area, in addition to work at the
STOLport itself. It would help to put new life into Newham and in
providing London with an inner-city air-link, would make it unique
among European capital cities. We also believe that a STOLport

would be a good neighbour to the local community. STOL aircraft are
very quiet and safe. They are designed especially for flying in and out

of built-up areas and have been accepted for this work AT T
around the world. i-/ \‘.
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OUR INVITATION TO YOU AND YOUR FAMILY

We accept that what we say about STOL is not the same as seeing
and hearing for oneself. That is why we are inviting you and your
family to watch a STOL aircraft demonstrated in Docklands — flying,
landing and taking-off — so that you can check our claims and
decide for yourselves. We believe that such an opportunity — before
an airport is built, large or small — has never been possible before
in this country. That is an extra advantage of STOL aircraft. They
require so little space.

THE DASH 7 STOL AIRCRAFT

This is the plane that would be used in the Newham STOLport. Itis a
50 seat, 4 engined turbo-prop aircraft with a useful range of about
400 miles. It's amazing manoeuvrability allows it to land and take-off
so steeply and so quietly, that it quickly reaches a height at which it
cannot be heard from the ground.

ROYAL DOCKS STOLPORT

It is not yet possible to use the proposed Royal Docks site because
of existing buildings, but the Dash 7 will carry out a series of
fly-overs along the probable landing and take-off flight paths to allow
local residents to see and hear the plane as it will affect them in their
own homes. We recommend that you should remain at home for this
part of the demonstration.

ISLE OF DOGS

Following that first demonstration, there will be an interval of 2 hours
to allow Newham residents to move to the West India Docks on the
Isle of Dogs. Here the Dash 7 will make a number of landings,
take-offs and fly-overs.

TRANSPORT

To reduce the inconvenience of getting to and from the Isle of Dogs,
there will be a bus shuttle service from Newham between 2.15 and
3.30 p.m., returning between 5.00 and 6.15 p.m.

Pick-up and set-down points are:—
Prince Regent Lane, opposite Regent School
Strait Road, New Beckton
Albert Road, next to Silvertown Station

Albert Road, next to St. John’s Church Centre
Barnwood Court Community Centre by the bus stop

For those travelling by car, entry to the West India Docks will be
restricted to Gate 7 only. Please follow the directions on the map.
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ENTERTAINMENT FOR THE FAMILY

The main reason for inviting you to the Isle of Dogs is to see the Dash 7 in action, but
there will also be a varied programme of water sports, an angling competition, hot air
balloon, marching band and jazz band, not to mention a clown and face painting to
keep the children amused. Light refreshments will be on sale.

Brian knows all about aeroplanes and flies over Newham and Docklands every day.

THE STOLPORT EXHIBITION

The mobile exhibition, which is presently tourlng Newham, will also be open on 27th
June in the West India Docks.
