The Civil Aviation Authority has
cleared the way for scheduled services
to start at London City Airport with
the approval of route licences needed
by the airlines that will operate from it.

The decision, which approved all thirteen
applications submitted by Brymon Airways
and Eurocity Express, means services will
start when the airport opens in October.

“It is tremendous news — the CAA
clearly shares our confidence in the
demand for services from London City,”
was airport director John Douthwaite’s
response on hearing the outcome, “It is
great news for both passengers and
airlines.”

Construction work at London City
Airport is on target for an October
opening, with work proceeding
according to plan.

The transformation is dramatic — just over
twelve months ago the site was covered in
derelict and empty dock warchouses used
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with the decision, which came just two
weeks after the close of hearings by the
Authority into the applications.

“I am delighted with the outcome,”
said Charles Stuart, chairman of Brymon.
“It looks like being an exciting autumn.”

Likewise, Jonathan Wilson, director &
general manager of Eurocity Express was
“delighted”. He is planning to begin in
earnest the recruitment of more than 100
staff to ensure the company’s international
and domestic operations are ready and
running smoothly for October.

The thirteen licences relate to ten
destinations as both airlines will fly the
heavily trafficked routes to and from Paris,
Amsterdam and Brussels. This “dual
designation” was chosen, the CAA said, to

One stipulation of the licences was
that airlines abide by the planning
regulations in force at the airport; all the
operations referred to above will be by
De Havilland Dash 7 aircraft.

Airlines and airport management are
now getting together to plan departure
timings and ticket prices.
